World History Diversity Day & Heritage Food Fest 

Posters Due December 10, 2012

Could you fill out a Family Tree? Do you know what your ethnic origin is? Do you have any family traditions?

In World History this six weeks, we will have a special day to help bring attention to the different ethnic groups that we have in America, as well as our class room. Diversity Day will be a chance for students to share and celebrate their background and heritage with their classmates.

Overview

The classroom community will celebrate our ethnic diversity with Diversity Day. On this special day, we hold a multicultural food festival, and students proudly display their completed Heritage Projects. 

Objective

Students will: 

1. Follow project guidelines to complete a family tree.

2. Share a family tradition and interesting family fact with the class.

3. Share a food from their culture and/or family and taste foods from different cultures.

4. Reflect on what they have learned and accomplished after the project's completion.

Materials

Poster board (student provided)
Markers/ scissors/glue (student provided/students may use Mrs. Adkins supplies during tutorial times)
Computer/printer (optional)
Directions 

You will be working on a family heritage project that will help them to learn about their own family history.  

As a part of the project, you will be asked to fill out a family tree with the Name, Date of Birth, Place of Birth and Ethnic Origin (German, English, Chinese, Mexican, etc.) of their great grandparents, grandparents, parents and themselves. If you with another relative, a step-parent, are adopted, or live with a guardian or another family, you should fill out the tree for the family that you reside with. The purpose of this project is not to alienate anyone or point out what is unknown, the purpose is to celebrate the culture they come from and/or the culture in which they were raised.  If there is a piece of information that you are unable to access  (for example- a date of birth or a place of birth), please have a parent/guardian sign or initial your project in that spot on the rough draft sheet.  This is so I can be assured that the information is not missing for lack of effort on the your behalf, but that it is inaccessible. If information such as a step-parent or step-grandparent can be entered, please feel free to do so. You will present your family tree on a poster board. 

Additionally, you will be asked to share a family tradition or cultural tradition and an interesting fact with the class. For example, this tradition can be something the family does on the holidays, at weddings, on birthdays or something that the family does simply because it is something that the ethnic group has traditionally done. You will need to present a paragraph detailing your tradition. As for the fact, it can be something like, you are related to someone famous, or that your grandpa had 10 brothers and sisters.
After each student presents their family tree and history, we will hold our Heritage Food Fest, featuring foods from each student’s family. I am asking you to bring in a ready-to-serve dish related to their family-background or family tradition. You will need to include the recipe for your dish on your poster board and you should be prepared to talk about why you chose that dish.
You should take time to ask your parents/guardians to help you fill out your family tree and/or help you gain access to the information. There is no need to pay to access information, but there are many websites out there that will allow you to search information for free or sign up for a free trial. Also, brothers, sisters, aunts, uncles and grandparents can be great resources for this project.

Grading
The project will be worth 1 test grade. Tests are worth 40% of your 6 weeks grade. See Rubric for specific breakdown.
Heritage Project Guidelines/Rubric
You have been learning about your family's heritage and researching their background over past few weeks. Now it is time to put everything together into an attractive display so you can share what you have learned with your classmates and others. Follow the guidelines below to get 100% of the possible points! 

Your display should include the following: 
A colorful title that includes your name is presented on the poster board (5 points) 
Family tree (40 points) 


Family Tree is presented on the poster board.

Family Tree Includes:

1. Student- Name, D.O.B., Place of Birth, Ethnicity

2. Parents- Name. D.O.B., Place of Birth, Ethnicity

3. Grandparents-Name, D.O.B. Place of Birth, Ethnicity

4. Great-Grandparents-Name, D.O.B. Place of Birth, Ethnicity

Description of Family/Cultural Tradition and Interesting Fact (15 points) 


Tradition is presented on the poster board. Paragraph describes a family tradition that the student wishes to share with the class. It should describe the tradition in detail and give any reason underlining the tradition. Interesting Fact is presented on the poster board. This can be one sentence.  

Food Recipe with explanation of when and why your family eats that item (15 points)


Recipe is presented on the poster board. Ingredients, amounts and cooking instructions are listed on the recipe.  Student explains why they chose that food and how it has become a family tradition.
