Six Word Biography Assignment

THIS IS A TEST GRADE!!!
Objectives:

Students will be writing a six-word biography over an assigned New Deal Policy/Agency from the Great Depression.
Instructions:

1. Locate your assigned New Deal Policy/Agency in Chapter 16 of your textbook. Read and research to find as much information as possible to complete the assignment. Perhaps do additional research on your own.
2. Think about how your policy or agency fits into this period of history as Americans are trying to balance individualism and government support.

3. Brainstorm 6-words that sum up the essence of your policy or agency.  They can be separate words, short phrases, or one complete sentence or thought.

4. You are encouraged to…

· be creative with punctuation and formatting

· decorate with color, photos, etc.

· high scoring bios will have evidence of careful thought and planning

*Your only limitation – You can only use six words!
*The only two written items on the front of your assignment should be the name of your policy or agency, and the six-words. 
5. You will make a 30-second presentation of your six-word biography to the class.  

6. Your presentation must include a short summary of the policy/agency.  

Summary should answer the following:

· What is it?

· What is it’s purpose?

· Is this policy/agency an example of relief, recovery, or reform? Explain,

· Relief – providing money or loans, to make mortgage payments, or jobs

· Recovery – passing legislation to assist businesses, labor, and agriculture

· Reform – changing institutions, such as banking, to make the economy and society more stable

· How does it impact Americans today?
