1. Cathedral- The principal church of a diocese, with which the bishop is officially associated.
2. Crusade- Military expedition carried out by European Christian in the Middle Ages to regain Holy Land from the Muslims
3. Eastern Orthodoxy- The body of modern churches, including among others the Greek and Russian Orthodox, that is derived from the church of the Byzantine Empire, adheres to the Byzantine rite, and acknowledges the honorary primacy of the patriarch of Constantinople
4. Feudalism- political and social system that developed during the Middle Ages, when royal governments were no longer able to defend their subjects; nobles offered protection and land in return
5. Lord- A man of high rank in a feudal society
6. Manorialism- the system of manorial social and political organization
7. Manor- in medieval Europe, an agricultural estate run by a lord and worked by peasants
8. Medieval- Relating or belonging to the Middle Ages
9. Roman Catholicism- The Church teaches that it is the one true Church founded by Jesus Christ, that its bishops are the successors of Christ's apostles and that the Pope is the sole successor to Saint Peter who has apostolic primacy
10. Schism- the separation between the two great branches of Christianity that occurred when Roman Pope Leo IX and the Byzantine patriarch Michael Cerularius excommunicated each other
11. Serf- in Medieval Europe, a peasant legally bound to the land who had to provide labor services, pay rents, and be subject to the lord’s control.
12. Vassal- under feudalism, a man who serves a lord in a military capacity.
