1. Acquisition- to come into possession or control of something or someone
2. Diplomacy- The profession, activity, or skill of managing international relations
3. Espionage- The practice of spying or of using spies, typically by governments
4. Espionage Act-act prohibited any attempt to interfere with military operations, to support U.S. enemies during wartime, to promote insubordination in the military, or to interfere with military recruitment

5. Expansion- The action of becoming larger or more extensive
6. Isolationism-Policy of avoiding political or economic alliances with foreign countries
7. Missionary- A person sent out by his or her church to spread religion
8. Nationalism – Devotion to one’s nation
9. Neutrality Acts- 1939 laws designated to keep the United States out of future wars.
10. Progressive- Happening or developing gradually or in stages

11. Sedition-any speech or action that encourages rebellion
