1. Great Depression- The most severe economic downturn in the nation’s history.  It lasted from 1929 to 1941.
2. Dust Bowl- Term used to describe central and southern Great Plains in the 1930s, when the region sustained a period of drought and dust storms.
3. New Deal –Term used to describe President Franklin Roosevelt’s relief, recovery, and reform programs designated to combat the Great Depression.
4. Social Security System- System established by the 1935 act to provide financial security, in the form of regular payments to people who cannot support themselves. 
5. Franklin D. Roosevelt- 32nd President, central figure in world events during the mid-20th century, leading the United States during a time of worldwide economic depression.

6. Eleanor Roosevelt- longest serving First Lady of the United States from 1933 to 1945.

7. Buying on Margin- An option that allows investors to purchase stock at a fraction of its price. 
8. Black Tuesday- the day of the stock market crash, October 29, 1929.
9. Hawley-Smoot Tariff- The highest import tax in history, passed in 1930.
10. Herbert Hoover- 31st President, unparalleled reputation for public service as an engineer, administrator, and humanitarian

11. Bonus Army- Group of WWI Veterans who protested in Washington D.C. for payment of a pension.
12. Wagner Act- Law passed on 1935 that aided unions y legalizing collective bargaining and closed shops.
