Initiative- A process in which citizens can put a proposed new law directly on the ballot in the next election Muckraker- Journalist who uncovers wrongdoing in politics
Populist- Follower of the People’s Party, advocating larger money supply and economic reform
Recall- Procedure that permits voters to remove public officials from office before the next election
Referendum- Process that allows citizens to approve or reject a law proposed by their legislature Reform- Make changes in something in order to improve it
Progressive Era- The period during which a variety of reforms were enacted from 1890 to 1920
Segregation- Forced separation, often by race
Suffrage- The right to vote
Monopoly- Complete control of a product or service
Trust- A group of separate companies that ate placed under the control of a single managing board
Prohibition- A ban on the manufacture and sale of alcoholic beverages
