1. Tang Dynasty- Dynasty that ruled China from 618-907 that reunified China and expanded the territory.
2. Song Dynasty- Dynasty that ruled China from 960-1279 and was the most populous and advanced civilization of its day.

3. Mongol Empire- founded by Genghis Khan in 1206, and at its height, encompassed the majority of territories from southeast Asia to central Europe.
4. Ming Dynasty-Dynasty that ruled China from 1368-1644 that overthrew the Mongols.
5. Marco Polo- a merchant from Venice, journeyed along the Silk Road and visited China in the 1270s.
6. Ottomans- A  group of Turkish People originally from Central Asia, emerged as rulers of the Islamic World in the 13th Century.

7. Empress Wu Zetian- leader during Tang Dynasty when the capital city of Chang’an was built.

8. Sikhism- A religion that combined beliefs from Islam and Hinduism.

9. Grand Canal- waterway connecting the Huang He (Yellow River) and the Chang Jiang (Yangtze River).

10. Scholar-gentry- a group of people who controlled much of the land and produced most of the candidates for the civil service
